Palestinian deaths according to age:


13.8% below the age of 15 


20.3% age 16-18 


50% age 19-29 


Major causes of Palestinian deaths:


Bullets - 92% 


Tear gas – 1.4% 


Torture – 1.4% 


Prevented access to medical treatment due to the closure - 2.2% 


The locations of wounds which caused the deaths:


48.1% in the head and neck 


50.4% in the chest and abdomen 


1.6% in the lower limbs 


Locations of injuries:


26% in the head or neck 


70% to the upper body 


58% to the upper body if injuries to the upper limbs are excluded





Israeli attacks have harmed a substantial proportion of the Palestinian population. If the same proportion of civilians in the US were killed and injured, approximately


433,000 Americans would be injured and 7,500 would be dead.

Attacks on Palestinian farmers, schoolchildren, journalists, ambulances, and medical personnel by armed Israeli settlers.


Communities under 50 consecutive days of military curfew.


Destruction of Palestinian farmland and houses by Israeli Army for ‘security reasons.’


Mass arrests and torture.
