Tips for Pro-Palestinian Demonstrators:
Be Careful!  The world is watching.  For decades, the mass media has encouraged anti-Arab sentiment among the American people.  We have been stereotyped as a violent, sexist, and anti-Jewish people.  As a result, our actions against Zionism have often been misrepresented and dismissed as something other than legitimate political action.  


In order to use the mass media and US public opinion to further our cause, we hope that you will follow these tips while demonstrating.
· Use the word ZIONIST, not JEW.  "We protest the Israeli state, not the Jewish people.

· WOMEN: participate fully in political actions.  Western feminists often use our slight participation in actions and prayers at demonstrations as proof of Arab misogyny and sexism.

· Beware that covering your whole face with the kufiyya is an act misunderstood by the American public.  The media has equated this with terrorism and violence, much as the ski mask has come to represent robbery.
