
130 Palestinians are dead and 6000 injured as a result of Israeli violence.

Hospitals in Palestine are battling to treat the injured and save lives.  However, they are understaffed and under-resourced, and medical personnel are at great risk for their lives.  Several ambulance drivers have been shot and killed while trying to rescue civilians.  Entrances to hospitals are blocked.  There is a great shortage of blood.  Injured demonstrators are being arrested en masse from hospitals inside Israel.  

What you can do:
1)Send a donation to UPMRC (website:  www.upmrc.org).  They are distributing emergency medical kits to outlying Palestinian areas without access to hospitals. Your donations will be used for the purchase of medical supplies and medicines for the East Jerusalem hospitals of Makassed, Augusta Victoria and St. John.
